Placement Details

Tuesday: Get Active Day, will include yoga, Nordic walking & Move with Peppa 
 

Wednesday : Heritage Day, including canal trips, Museums’ exhibitions and visual arts workshops. 
 

Thursday:  Literature and Spoken Word Day, including workshops with Matt Abbott, Storytime with 

Wakefield Libraries and craft activities. 
 

Friday: Showcase Day, where, alongside seeing work made during the week, people can find out about 

other things to do in their area and take part in craft workshops.  

 

This is a great opportunity to see how a multi-event festival works and get experience supporting the 

running of the Festival, you will get a varied and detailed look at public facing events, event management 

and festivals.
